Guidance is currently a hot topic at Community level particularly in the fields of education, training and employment. The debate is taking place in the context of reforms of education, training and employment systems and strategies to make Europe the most competitive knowledge based economy and society in the world, marked by social cohesion, by the year 2010.
Policy development at Community level occurs at different levels through different processes: 
1. Political level: Work Groups, Education Committee, Council of Ministers of Education, informal meeting of Ministers of Education
2. Technical level: European Commission’s Expert Group on Lifelong Guidance,
within the framework of the Education and Training 2010 programme. Lifelong learning is the guiding principle of policy development for education and training.
Community level policy developments on guidance are intended to support national policy and systems development, to contribute to and also to learn from them.
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
