What do guidance counsellors do?

The role of the guidance counsellor is to help your child in the process of making decisions in personal and social, educational, and careers areas.  They do this through guidance classes, activities and individual consultations with your child.  Working together with your child's guidance counsellor is of mutual benefit in coping with the diverse and ever changing values in the home, school and community.

As a parent you can assist your child through:

· consultation with the Guidance Counsellor;

· attending careers meetings/guidance briefings;

· attending parent/teacher meetings;

· considering volunteering for membership of parents associations;

· helping your child get work experience;

· helping your child prepare for work experience, e.g. good time keeping;

· 'mock' interviews - your experience is very much appreciated;

· assisting your child with career projects;

· assisting your child with application forms;

· assisting your child with work place visits;

· volunteering to give a careers talk;

· assisting your child with a career action plan
